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Executive Summary

In accordance with report language requirements of ASTM E-1527-2021, “Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment Process”, and more
specifically section 12.7 thereto, the following conclusory statements are made:

We (EAI) have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope
and limitations of ASTM Practice E-1527-21 of the Vacant Commercial Property located at 275 &
305 - 1% Place Northwest in Issaquah, Washington in an effort to identify Recognized Environmental
Conditions (REC). As promulgated by ASTM in its latest editorial rendition (par. 1.1.1 of ASTM-E-
1527-2021) of the definition of a recognized environmental condition (REC), the term is said to
mean:

“(1) the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the
subject property due to a release to the environment; (2) the /ikely presence of
hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property due to
a release or likely release to the environment; or (3) the presence of hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property under conditions
that pose a material threat of a future release to the environment. A de minimis
condition is not a recognized environmental condition.”

Within the context of the limitations of the attached report of which this letter is a part, no evidence
of “recognized environmental conditions” (RECs) as currently narrowly defined by paragraph 1.1.1
of ASTM E-1527-21 was identified in connection with the property.

As a detail of potential environmental significance which does not appear to rise to the level of a
recognized environmental condition, EAl notes that on the southern tax parcel (282406-9086), one
(1) historical dwellings (constructed in 1893) was originally heated by "stove" and later (circa 1969)
was listed as being heated by oil. Although such notations sometimes point to the current or
historical presence of an underground heating oil tank, no fill ports, vent lines, or other indications
of existing underground storage tanks (USTs) were discovered during EATI's site reconnaissance.
Additionally, that parcel is currently configured as an asphalt-paved parking lot.

A single non-CERCLA condition of potential environmental significance identified at the subject
site in the course of this Phase I consisted of the potential PCB-containing fluorescent light ballasts
within the subject building.

Additional discussions along with common-sense recommendations for future management relating

to the above-noted details are provided for your consideration in the Conclusions/ Recommendations
section, and at other appropriate locations within the attached report.

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METHODOLOGY/SCOPE OF WORK

Our study approach consisted of completing a series of investigative tasks intended to address the
level of effort often referred to as “due diligence” in the context of the Superfund Amendment and
Reauthorization Act of 1986 (SARA), and nearly identical requirements set forth in the Model Toxics
Control Act (MTCA), Chapter 70.105 D (Section 040) RCW pertaining to standards of liability. The
objective of a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment is to reduce the potential risk for exposure to
future liability for environmental problems by demonstrating that at the time of acquisition or
financing, the owner, buyer, or lender had no knowledge or reason to know that any hazardous
substance had been released or disposed of on, in, or at the property. Moreover, in defining the
purpose of the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment process, paragraph 1.1.1 of ASTM E-1527-21
advises that the goal of a Phase I Assessment is to identify “(1) the presence of hazardous substances
or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property due to a release to the environment; (2) the
likely presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property due
to a release or likely release to the environment; or (3) the presence of hazardous substances or
petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property under conditions that pose a material threat of
a future release to the environment. A de minimis condition is not a recognized environmental
condition".

We (EAI) declare that, to the best of our professional knowledge and belief, we meet the definition
of Environmental Professional as defined in section 3/2.10 of 40 CFR Part 312. We have the
specific qualifications based on education, training, and experience to assess a property of the nature,
history, and setting of the subject property. We have performed all appropriate inquiries (AAI) in
conformance with the standards and practices set forth in 40 CFR Part 312.

In an effort to evaluate condition and previous uses of the property in a manner consistent with good
commercial and customary practice and in general accordance with methods outlined under ASTM
E 1527-21, “Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment Process”, our scope of work for this study included:

. Review of chronology of ownership and site history using the resources of the King County
Assessor's Office, Seattle Public Library, Puget Sound Regional Archives, business
directories from several time periods, and aerial photography from several time periods as
primary resources. This included an attempt to identify possible former industries or uses
presenting some potential for generating waste which may have included dangerous or
hazardous substances as defined by state and federal laws and regulations.

. Acquisition and review of available reports and other documentation pertaining to the subject
site or nearby sites.

. Review of Washington Department of Ecology (WDOE) and Issaquah/King County
Department of Public Health documents regarding current and abandoned landfills.

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Review of the current EPA Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and
Liability Information System (CERCLIS), the EPA National Priority List (NPL), the EPA
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Notifiers, RCRA Corrective Action
Report (CORRACTS), and Emergency Response Notification/Tracking System
(ERNS/ERTS) lists of sites which are potentially contaminated or which produce hazardous
substances as a normal part of their commercial operation in the vicinity of the site.

Review of the current Washington Department of Ecology (WDOE) listing of underground
storage tanks (USTs) along with the WDOE's Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST)
listing for WDOE-documented leaking USTs in the vicinity of the property.

Review of the current Pollution Liability Insurance Agency's (PLIA's) listings of sites which
have been enrolled in the Petroleum Technical Assistance Program (PTAP) and/or the
Heating Oil Technical Assistance Program (HOTAP) due to a release of petroleum products.

Review of the PLIA Loan & Grant Program listings for documents (if any) pertaining to the
subject.

Review of the current WDOE Confirmed and Suspected Contaminated Sites (CSCS) list of
potentially contaminated sites which have been the subject of hazardous waste investigation

and/or cleanup activity in conjunction with the Washington Model Toxics Control Act
(MTCA) Chapter 173-340 WAC.

Review published documents from the Bonneville Power Administration (BPA) to evaluate
the risk for naturally occurring radon.

Risk assessment for soil vapor encroachment and visual review for mold.

A reconnaissance of the site and neighboring areas to look for evidence of potential
contamination or hazardous materials in the form of soil stains, odors, asbestos, lead-based
paint (LBP), vegetation stress, discarded drums, discolored water, careless manufacturing or

industrial practices, etc.

Interviews with the designated property ownership representative, and with selected
government personnel.

Preparation of a summary report which documents the assessment process and findings.

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FINDINGS

GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The subject is comprised of three (3) contiguous rectangular-shaped parcels (tax parcel numbers
282406-9086, -9085, & -9084) covering in total approximately 26,400 square feet (0.61 acres) of
land. Existing improvements consist principally of a single-story building of mixed (CMU block &
wood-frame) design enclosing approximately 2,520 square feet of space which was reportedly
constructed in 1977 and is located on the central tax parcel (-9085). Additional improvements
include an asphalt paved parking lot on the southern parcel (-9084). The northern parcel (-9086) is
currently an undeveloped vacant lot. The property is currently vacant. The approximate location of
the site is shown on the Vicinity/Topographic Map, Plate 1, appended herewith.

The property is located in a mixed residential and commercial area approximately 1,200 feet
northwest of Issaquah City Hall in Issaquah, Washington. According to the King County Assessor’s
Office, the property is zoned as "CBD", a cultural and business district designation. Photographs
reflecting the character of the site are provided with this report as Plates 3 and 4.

A brief description of land use on nearby parcels is provided below. Plate 2, Site Plan, depicts the
setting of the subject and land use for adjacent sites.

North: A 1914-vintage converted single family residence (Issaquah Prep & Preschool) is
north-adjacent with a 1940-vintage office building existing farther north.
Approximately 1,600 feet northwest (beyond the scope of Plate 2) is Interstate 90.

South: South-adjacent is a vacant commercial lot owned by the Fraternal Order of Eagles
which is presently being utilized as a parking lot/automobile storage lot.

East: 1** Place Northwest defines the eastern boundary of the site. Across that roadway
directly to the east is a 1994-vintage Theatre, Bank, & Bistro (Theatre Village). To
the southeast is a 1959-vintage apartment building (Terrace Apartments).

West: The western boundary is defined by 1* Avenue Northwest. Across that avenue is a
1962vintage triplex structure, a 1962-vintage duplex, and a 1963-vintage duplex
building.

GEOLOGIC SETTING

Physiographically, the site is situated on an alluvial plain (Issaquah Creek) which has formed since
the last period of continental glaciation that ended approximately 13,500 years ago.

Published geologic maps for the vicinity (Jones, 1998) advise that much of the material underlying
the subject site is alluvium which may include clay, silt, sand, and gravel The hydraulic conductivity
of the alluvium varies depending upon the texture and gradation of the material.

Topographically, the site is situated on a relatively level parcel approximately 90 feet above sea
level. Based upon inference from topography and local drainage patterns, it appears that shallow-
seated groundwater (if present) in the vicinity may locally flow in a west-northwesterly direction.

Although no site specific information has been developed by our firm with respect to depth to
groundwater at this site, review of WDOE well log records for the greater site vicinity suggest that
groundwater (if present) beneath the site may lie at a depth of approximately 15 feet or more beneath
the ground surface.

With respect to water resources, Issaquah Creek is located approximately 140 feet west of the site.

This surface water course flows in a northerly-northwesterly direction and eventually discharges into
the southern end of Lake Sammamish near Jensens Cove.

PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL WORK

No previous environmental works for the subject per se were discovered by or provided to EAI at
the time of this report.

DEVELOPMENT HISTORY AND LAND USE

Sources reviewed for information on site and area development and land use included the resources
of the Seattle Public Library, King County Assessor's Office, Puget Sound Regional Archives, and
aerial photographs of the subject property and surrounding area from several time periods.

Based upon review of those resources, the subject site was developed as early as 1893 with a
dwelling on the northern parcel (-9084) and a dwelling on the southern parcel (-9086). The central
parcel (-9085) was developed in 1900 and 1907 with two (2) dwellings. Each structure was
reportedly heated by a "stove." Aerial images indicate that the northern dwelling was removed from
the northern parcel (-9084) sometime between 2019 and 2021. Assessor notes indicate that southern
dwelling (-9086) was later listed as being heated by "oil" and that the building was removed circa
1998. The southern parcel was paved into parking lot by 2003. The two (2) dwellings were removed
from the central parcel (-9085) prior to the construction of the existing 1977-vintage retail building.

Borrowing from the jargon of ASTM, no “reasonably ascertainable” or “likely to be useful”
information prior to 1893 (date of earliest historical assessor card) was available. The absence of
such information has no material effect upon the conclusions of this report. The following
subsections provide brief summaries of EAI's review of certain historical resources.

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Historical Assessor Card Review

EAl staffreviewed historical assessor cards for the three (3) subject parcels and the surrounding area.
A brief summary of the records for the subject parcels are provided below:

Northern Subject Parcel (-9084)

Records for the northern tax parcel indicate that parcel as being developed with a 1893-vintage
single-story residence which was reportedly heated via a "stove."No records as to the fuel type for
that stove were listed within the various assessor records.

Central Subject Parcel (-9085)

Assessor cards for the central parcel contained notes and photographs for two (2) structures: (1) a
1907-vintage single-story residence labeled as "B"; and (2) a 1900-vintage single-story residence
labeled "A" which was, according to assessor notes, removed from the central subject parcel circa
1954. Both of those structures are listed as having "stove" heat. Historical assessor records for the
existing 1977-vintage retail building indicate via check mark notation that the heating system for the
building is supplied by a gas-fired hot air system.

Southern Subject Parcel (-9086)

Historical records for the southern tax parcel list the former (non-existing) 1893-vintage single
family residence was originally heated by a "stove." A 'later' King County Residential Property
Record dated January 1, 1969 indicates via check mark notation that the heat source for that building
at that time was supplied by "oil" and the conditions as "Inadeq." Assessor notes indicate that
structure as being removed from the property in circa. 1998. Assessor records from 2003 list that
parcel as being utilized as a parking lot for the Village Theatre.

Historical Maps Review

Historic Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps for the City of Issaquah, were reviewed for the years 1908,
1912, and 1930.

1908 One (1) dwelling is depicted on the northeast corner of the northern parcel (-9084), one (1)
dwelling is depicted at the northeast corner of the central parcel (-9085), and one dwelling
is depicted at the southeastern corner of the southern parcel (-9086). Map markings indicate
that "Jones" street is west-adjacent to the site (presently 1** Avenue Northwest) and that
"White" street is east-adjacent (presently 1% Place NW). Residential development is evident
for the surrounding parcels.

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1912 Anadditional dwelling is now depicted on the central parcel (-9085) and is depicted as being
attached to the previously mentioned dwelling. The northern parcel (-9086) depicts a stable
structure along the western boundary of that parcel.

1930 A large shed structure is now depicted along the western border of the cental parcel (-9085).
Aerial Photographs Review

Aerial photographs of the area were reviewed for the years 1936, 1942, 1957, 1968, 1971, 1972,
1977, 1980, 1981, 1990, 1991, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2009, 2011, 2013, 2015, 2017,2019, 2021, and
2023. The following paragraphs provide an interpretive summary of our observations in each photo.
The time intervals between the various historic aerial photographs selected for this particular project
are, in our opinion, entirely adequate for the intended purpose which was to permit a general
assessment of overall development and land use in the vicinity of the subject property and do not
represent a significant “data gap”.

1936 The northern subject parcel (-9084) appears to be developed with the former (non-
existing) 1893-vintage residence. Three (3) structures are evident on the central
parcel (-9085): two (2) residential buildings and one (1) shed. The southern parcel
(-9086) has been developed with the non-existing 1893-vintage dwelling. Residential
development is evident in the surrounding area.

1942 No obvious or substantive changes to the subject or in the general vicinity are noted.

1957 The deteriorated image quality of the 1957-dated photograph limits interpretation of
land use conditions at the property. Assessor notes from historical assessor cards
suggest that one of the dwellings on the central parcel (-9085) labeled as "B" was
removed from that parcel in 1954,

1968-1972  The subject parcels appear much as observed in the 1957-dated imagery. Residential
development has greatly expanded in the general area.

1977 The central parcel (-9085) has been cleared and developed with the existing 1977-
vintage retail building. The northern (-9084) and southern (-9086) parcels appear to
be essentially unchanged since in the 1972-dated aerial imagery.

1980-1991  No substantive changes to the subject parcels are evident.

2004 The northern parcel (-9084) and the central parcel (-9085) are essentially unchanged

since the 1991-dated imagery. The previously-mentioned dwelling on the southern
parcel (-9086) has been removed and replaced by the existing parking lot.

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2005-2019  The subject parcels appear much as observed in the 2004-dated aerial photograph.

2021-2023  The previously-observed dwelling on the northern parcel (-9084) has been removed
and the property appears to be covered with vegetation. No substantive changes to
the central parcel (-9085) or southern parcel (-9086) are noted.

Historical Reverse Street Directories

EAI obtained a commercial historical reverse street directory search which is included in Appendix
C of this report. That search included directory listings for the subject and nearby properties for the
period between 1973 and 2021. Directory listings for the subject addresses (275 & 305 - 1¥ Place
Northwest) are given in the table below:

Owing to the provincial methods employed by the Assessor’s Office in making earlier sales
information available to the public, additional information (i.e., the buyer/seller) regarding such sales
was neither practically reviewable nor reasonably ascertainable in the context of ASTM definitions
(paragraphs 3.2.65 and 3.2.72, respectively) and our proposed scope of work.

SITE RECONNAISSANCE

An environmental scientist from Environmental Associates, Inc. (EAI) visited the property on July
23, 2024 to review on-site conditions and land use practices in the surrounding area. Mr. Mark
Fadyen, site contact from DRM Properties, provided access to the building and grounds.
Representative areas reviewed during our site visit included the interior vacant building, exterior
grounds, and adjacent property exteriors.

As detailed earlier, existing improvements consist principally of a 1977-vintage single-story building
of mixed design (wood-frame and CMU block) located on the central parcel (-9085). The structure
has a flat built-up roof. The building is currently unoccupied. Asphalt-paved parking areas are
located on the entirety of the southern parcel (-9086) and on the eastern portion of the central parcel
(-9085). An asphalt-paved driveway was observed on the central parcel leading from the western
exterior of the building to 1** Avenue Northwest. The northern tax parcel (-9084) is currently vacant
undeveloped land that is covered with vegetation.

. Interior walls throughout the building are either painted CMU block or painted sheetrock.
. Ceilings are painted drywall.

. Incandescent and fluorescent light fixtures were noted throughout the building.

. A gas-fired hot air system provides heating. Referring to the lower left image of Plate 3, a

'Carrier' air conditioning unit was observed along the western wall of the building.

No obvious, visually discernable evidence to suggest the presence of underground fuel storage tanks

vegetation conditions that might otherwise indicate the potential presence of contamination by
hazardous materials were observed on the site.

"Theatre Village" facility east of the subject (addressed at 303 Front Street North). That facility
reportedly had one (1) ERTS incident in 2002 in which an unknown amount of used cooking grease
was allegedly being repeatedly dumped over the course of a month onto the soil between the Bistro
and the Theatre. That ERTS incident was forwarded to a King County Hazardous Waste
Management - Safety/Response Team. No further follow-up was provided within that ERTS report.

In an effort to further review nearby cleanup/UST sites, and in an effort to review the regulatory
history of the subject property, EAI professional staff submitted requests to the King County Public
Records office for the subject and nearby parcels. The office responded to that request on July 16,
2024 advising that the first installment of records would be provided in "approximately six to eight
weeks". Such materials which may (or may not) exist therein are judged to be neither “practically
reviewable” nor “reasonably ascertainable” as defined under sections 3.2.65 and 3.2.72 (respectively)
of ASTM E-1527-21.

CHECK FOR PCB-CONTAINING MATERIALS

Prior to 1979, polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) were widely used in electrical equipment such as
transformers, capacitors, switches, fluorescent lights (ballasts) and voltage regulators owing to their
excellent cooling properties. In 1976, the EPA initiated regulation of PCBs through issues pursuant
to the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA). These regulations generally control the use,
manufacturing, storage, documentation, and disposal of PCBs. EPA eventually banned PCB use in
1978, and adoption of amendments to TSCA under Public Law 94-469 in 1979 prohibited any
further manufacturing of PCBs in the United States.

Light Fixtures

“Older” style fluorescent lights were observed within the building. These fluorescent light fixtures
could not be unobtrusively or easily disassembled during our site visit. Considering the vintage of
the building (1977) within the context of the chronology of evolution of the regulatory framework
outlined above, it is conceivable that some or all of the fixtures may have been installed prior to the
ban on PCB manufacturing, and could be equipped with ballasts which may contain PCB's.

Main Service Electrical Transformers

One (1) pole-mounted main service electrical transformer was noted on the property. No
certifications or labels regarding PCBs were noted on the transformer. Careful examination of the
transformer revealed no cracks, staining, or other evidence of potential leakage. Liability for this
equipment ultimately lies with the utility company in any event.
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CHECK FOR ASBESTOS-CONTAINING MATERIALS

Beginning in the 1970's, the federal government began a series of bans on the use and manufacturing
of asbestos-containing building products. Taking into account continued availability of asbestos-
containing building materials stockpiled past the 1970's ban, many lenders and government agencies
have adopted arbitrary “cut-off dates” after which a building is “presumed” by those entities to be
at “low risk” for the presence of significant quantities of such materials. A common “cut-off date”
adopted by many institutions is 1985.

Our effort regarding identification of potential asbestos-containing materials on/within the subject
building was a preliminary review and not an asbestos survey. Although no "suspect" materials per
se were observed within the interior of the building, relying solely upon the vintage of the building
(1977), it is conceivable that materials not readily accessible such as potential asbestos-containing
roofing materials and/or materials obscured behind, beneath, or within walls or existing flooring
materials may potentially contain asbestos.

REVIEW FOR LEAD-BASED PAINT

Lead was formerly a common additive to many paints to improve their durability and coverage.
Lead-based paint presents a special hazard to small children who can ingest it by chewing on painted
woodwork or eating flakes of paint. A number of studies showing the toxic effects of lead on
humans, and on small children in particular, prompted the Consumer Product Safety Commission
to mandate in 1977 that the amount of lead in most paints, including those for residential use, should
not exceed 0.06 %.

A review of painted surfaces was conducted to assess the potential for lead-content in surface layers
of paint. Representative painted surfaces (listed below) were analyzed using “Lead-Check” sodium
rhodizonate color reagent paint tests. These tests provide a qualitative indication as to whether lead
is present in paint samples with reproducible results to a lower detection limit of 0.5 percent, a level
corresponding to a threshold of concern established by HUD.

PAINTED SURFACE RESULT
White paint on exterior CMU blocks Negative
Beige paint on exterior CMU blocks Negative
Beige paint on exterior wood siding Negative

As noted in the table above, none of the surfaces tested using the “Lead-Check” screening method
showed a reddish hue response characteristic of the sodium rhodizonate method as an indication of
the likely presence of lead in the painted surfaces. On that basis, we conclude that lead was not
present in the tested surfaces above the lower detection limit of 0.5 percent.
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REVIEW FOR MoLD

EAlreviewed accessible areas of the subject building. No odors, stains, or other sensory discernable
evidence of mold growth were noted by our staff. We (EAI) did not observe significant wet or moist
areas, nor did we identify evidence of past water damaged areas.

RADON EVALUATION

Occurrence

Radon is a naturally occurring, highly mobile, chemically inert radioactive gas created through
radioactive decay of uranium and thorium. The potential for occurrence of radon varies widely and
is dependent upon (1) the concentration of radioactive materials in the underlying bedrock; (2) the
relative permeability of soils with respect to gases; and (3) the amount of fracturing or faulting in
surficial materials (EPA, 1987).

Health Risks

The concern regarding radon and its potential effects upon humans arises from the results of studies
(EPA, 1987) which suggest that approximately fifteen (15) percent of all lung cancer mortalities in
the United States may be attributable to exposure to radon.

The EPA has established a concentration of radon of four (4) picocuries per liter (pCi/l) as a
maximum permissible concentration “action level”. Concentrations above this value would signal
a potential health threat. According to some studies, an average concentration in homes across the
United States is on the order of 1.4 pCi/l.

Risk of Potential Exposure in the Issaquah Area

The Bonneville Power Administration (BPA) has published the results of measurements for radon
made in residences throughout the region they serve which includes Washington, Oregon and Idaho.
For the Issaquah area in the immediate vicinity of the subject, no tests have been performed. The
Washington State Department of Health has published an online interactive map depicting radon
levels in Washington. According to this map, the subject and the surrounding vicinity is qualitatively
pronounced as being located within a "medium" exposure area.

SOIL VAPOR RISK ANALYSIS

In its document entitled “Guidance for Evaluating Soil Vapor Intrusion in Washington State:
Investigation and Remedial Action”, Publication Number 09-09-047, the Washington
Department of Ecology (WDOE) has outlined what has been described as a “tiered” approach to
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evaluation of potential risk relating to vapor intrusion. The initial step in the process as described
in Chapter 2 of the guidance is referred to as the Preliminary “VI” (vapor intrusion) Assessment.
Chapter 2 advises that:

“The goal of a preliminary vapor intrusion assessment is to determine whether ANY potential exists
for toxic vapors to be present in the subsurface that could migrate and enter nearby buildings”.

The objective posed above imposes consideration of the following historic land use details pertaining
to the subject property which are discussed in applicable sections of this Phase I report.

. No records to suggest historic unlawful use or disposal of dangerous, hazardous, or toxic
substances as defined in state, federal, or local laws and regulations have been discovered
in the course of this Phase I for the subject property.

. No records to suggest historic unlawful use or disposal of dangerous, hazardous, or toxic
substances as defined in state, federal, or local laws and regulations have been discovered
in the course of this Phase I for neighboring properties.

. No records to suggest migration of a contaminant “plume” capable of producing a soil vapor
risk beneath the subject property have been discovered in the course of this Phase I.

. Based on evaluations performed at many other sites, constituents of the alluvial soil (silt,
sand, gravel) inferred to underlie the property would be anticipated to yield moderate to low
permeability to soil vapors.

Based upon the foregoing site specific details, we (EAI) suspect that many experienced reviewers’
answer to the question posed in the WDOE guidance (i.e. “whether any potential for toxic vapors
to be present”) would be "no." No conditions of that nature are known to EAI at the time of this
current Phase 1.

WATER SUPPLY, WASTE WATER AND SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT

Information supplied by the King County Assessor’s Office revealed that both water and sewer
services for the subject property are provided by municipal sources.

One (1) small 'compost' receptacle, located on the western face of the existing building, was noted

on the property. The receptacle, which is maintained by the City of Issaquah, was relatively clean
and free of overflowing debris at the time of our site reconnaissance.
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REGULATORY DATABASE REVIEW

REVIEW OF WDOE, PLIA, & EPA LISTINGS OF UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS

Review of the current Washington Department of Ecology and the EPA Region 10 listings of
underground storage tanks (USTs) suggests that eight (8) facilities with registered USTs are located
within a one-quarter mile distance from the subject. According to the most recent WDOE Leaking
Underground Storage Tank (LUST) listings, the Washington Pollution Liability Insurance Agency
(PLIA) petroleum technical assistance program (PTAP) listings, and the EPA Region 10 Tribal Land
LUST listings, there are twelve (12) listed tank facilities located within a one-half mile distance of
the subject which have reported accidental releases or leakage to the WDOE in the past. These UST
and LUST sites are listed in the Environmental Database in Appendix A.
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The closest WDOE-listed UST/LUST site is identified as "Issaquah Feed & Service"
addressed at 232 Front Street North. According to the WDOE UST database, four (4) USTs
were removed from that property in the past. The WDOE LUST database suggests that a
release of petroleum products and non-halogenated solvents to soil and groundwater at that
site was reported to the WDOE on approximately February 27, 1989. That site was entered
into the Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) in 2002. On February 14, 2003, following the
WDOE's review of seven (7) environmental reports including soil sampling results and a
Phase I ESA, Ecology granted that site a determination of "No Further Action" (NFA). That
site is situated over 230 feet east in an inferred up-gradient to cross-gradient hydrologic
position.

The next closest WDOE-listed UST/LUST site relative to the subject is identified as "Mobile
10 D6R" addressed at 30 West Sunset Way. The WDOE UST database suggests that two (2)
USTs were removed in the past and five (5) USTs are currently listed as "Unknown" tank
status. According to the WDOE LUST database, a release of petroleum to soil and
groundwater at that site was reported to the WOE on September 14, 1987. On November 14,
1994, Ecology granted that site a determination of "no further action" (NFA) following their
review of an Independent Remedial Action Report Summary completed on that site. That site
is situated over 800 feet to the southeast in an inferred cross-gradient hydrologic position.

The only PLIA site relative to the site is identified as "Caseys Shell on Gilman" addressed
at 55 Northwest Gilman Boulevard. According to the WDOE UST database, six (6) USTs
have been removed from that site in the past, four (4) USTS are listed as "temporarily
closed", and one (1) UST is listed as "unknown." The WDOE LUST database suggests that
a release of petroleum to soil and groundwater and a release of benzene to groundwater at
that site was reported to the WDOE on approximately December 24, 1991. That site was
accepted into the PLIA PTAP on September 4, 2019. PLIA lists the cleanup status of that
facility as “In Progress.” That facility is situated over 1,700 feet to the north in an inferred
cross-gradient hydrologic position.

Considering (as applicable) the substantial separation distances, regulatory status (NFA), and/or
inferred hydrologic positions of the WDOE/EP A-listed UST/LUST and PLIA sites in relation to the
subject as positive risk-mitigating factors, it is our opinion that the potential for environmental
impairment of the property from these off-site localities is low. The approximate locations of the
WDOE-documented underground storage tanks within a one-quarter mile radius and the listed LUST
sites and PLIA sites within a one-half mile radius of the site are shown on the radius maps included
in Appendix A.

The WDOE’s/EPA’s, PLIA's UST listings may not include tanks that are exempted from regulation
such as heating oil tanks or tanks used for agricultural purposes and may not include USTs which
were installed, removed, or abandoned prior to the advent of modern environmental UST
regulations.
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EPA & STATE RECORDS OF POTENTIALLY HAZARDOUS SITES

Superfund, NPL, & Brownfields

Review of the current EPA Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability
Information System (CERCLIS) and National Priority List (NPL) listings revealed no CERCLIS.
CERCLIS-NFRAP, de-listed NPL. or Federal Brownfields sites within a one-half mile distance from
the subject and no NPL sites within one mile of the property that have been designated as potentially
hazardous or eligible for participation in the Superfund cleanup or Brownfields programs.

CORRACTS

Review of the current EPA Corrective Action Report (CORRACTS) listing revealed that no
CORRACTS sites are located within one mile of the site that have been designated as having a
potential release at the facility under RCRA.

MTCA / State

The Washington Department of Ecology hazardous waste cleanup and investigation program was
launched in 1989 as a part of the Model Toxics Control Act (MTCA), Chapter 173-340 WAC, in order
to evaluate potential and actual hazards at sites within the state. Fifteen (15) MTCA/State Cleanup
List (SCL) sites and no State “Brownfields” sites are located within a one mile distance from the
subject. These MTCA/State sites are listed in the Environmental Database in Appendix A.

. The closest MTCA/State site relative to the subject is the previously discussed "Issaquah
Feed & Service" facility located at 232 Front Street. The WDOE’s MTCA database suggests
that soil and groundwater contamination (concentrations of contaminants above MTCA
cleanup levels) by petroleum, benzene, and non-halogenated solvents has been confirmed at
that site. In 2003, the WDOE granted that site with a determination of "No Further Action"
(NFA). That site is situated over 230 feet east in an inferred up-gradient to cross-gradient
hydrologic position.

Acknowledging (as applicable) the substantial separation distances, regulatory remedial status
(NFA), and/or inferred hydrologic positions of the listed MTCA/State sites in relation to the subject
as positive risk-mitigating factors, it is our opinion that the potential for environmental impairment
of the property from these off-site localities is low.

RCRA/ TSDs
Review of EPA's Treatment, Storage and Disposal (TSD) facilities listing for sites that treat, store,

or dispose of potentially hazardous materials revealed that no TSD sites are located within a one mile
distance from the subject.

Review of the EPA's RCRA Generator/Non-Generator listings revealed five (5) sites within a one-
quarter mile distance from the property which are/have been regularly monitored by EPA/WDOE
for the use or generation of small amounts of hazardous substances as a normal part of their business
activities. These RCRA Generator sites located within a one-quarter mile radius are listed in the
Environmental Database in Appendix A.

. The closest RCRA Generator listing is identified as“Issaquah City Facilities” addressed at
525 1% Avenue Northwest. The database lists the facility as a "Very Small Quantity Gen."
and lists the NAICS code for that facility as “921190 - Other General Government Support.”
According to the database generated as a component of this report, that facility received no
RCRA violations during its time as a generator. That site is situated over 580 feet to the
north-northwest an inferred cross-gradient hydrologic position.

. The closest RCRA Non-Generator listing is identified as the “Shell Station 120677
addressed at 15 East Sunset Way. The database lists the NAICS code for that facility as
“447110 - Gasoline Stations with Convenience Stores.” According to the database generated
as a component of this report, that facility received no RCRA violations during its time as
a generator. That site is situated over 1,100 feet to the southeast an inferred cross-gradient
hydrologic position.

Businesses named in the RCRA Generator listing are users or generators of potentially hazardous
or toxic materials as a normal aspect of their business practices. Listed businesses are required to
closely monitor and report their use or generation of such materials to the EPA.

Based upon this information, upon the monitoring and reporting requirements imposed by the EPA,
and upon the presumption that the listed user/generators exercise prudence in management of these
materials to minimize liability and EPA penalties, it is our opinion that the potential for
environmental impairment of the subject from these off-site facilities is very low.

ERNS/ERTS & Reported Spills

Review of the EPA's Emergency Response Notification/Tracking Systems (ERNS/ERTS) list for the
State of Washington revealed that the subject has not reported an emergency spill. As previously
discussed, the record for the "Fins Bistro" (Theatre Village) reflects one (1) ERTS incident involving
an unknown amount of used cooking greased dumped onto soil. This list has been compiled with
periodic updates since October 1987.

LANDFILLS & SOLID WASTE FACILITIES

A review of WDOE and King County Health Department documents regarding current and
abandoned landfills revealed that there are no documented landfills and one (1) solid waste facility
located within a one-half mile distance.
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. The "Recology Store - Issaquah" located at 317 Northwest Gilman Boulevard is residential
recycling center situated over 2,300 feet northwest of the subject site in an inferred cross-
gradient hydrologic position.

Considering the substantial separation distance and inferred cross-gradient hydrologic position of

the listed landfill site in relation to the subject as positive risk-mitigating factors, it is our opinion
that the potential for environmental impairment of the property from this off-site facility is very low.
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CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS

In accordance with report language requirements of ASTM E-1527-2021, “Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment Process”, and more
specifically section 12.7 thereto, the following conclusory statements are made:

We (EAI) have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope
and limitations of ASTM Practice E-1527-21 of the Vacant Commercial Property located at 275 &
305 - 1* Place Northwest in Issaquah, Washington in an effort to identify "Recognized
Environmental Conditions"” (RECs). No exceptions to or deletions from this practice were made. As
promulgated by ASTM in its latest editorial rendition (par. 1.1.1 of ASTM-E-1527-2021) of the
definition of a recognized environmental condition (REC), the term is said to mean:

“(1) the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the
subject property due to a release to the environment; (2) the Jikely presence of
hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property due to
a release or likely release to the environment; or (3) the presence of hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property under conditions
that pose a material threat of a future release to the environment. A de minimis
condition is not a recognized environmental condition."

Within the context of the limitations of the attached report of which this letter is a part, no evidence
of “recognized environmental conditions” (RECs) as currently narrowly defined by paragraph 1.1.1
of ASTM E-1527-21 was identified in connection with the property.

As a detail of potential environmental significance which does not appear to rise to the level of a
recognized environmental condition, EAI notes that on the southern tax parcel (282406-9086), one
(1) historical dwellings (constructed in 1893) was originally heated by "stove" and later (circa 1969)
was listed as being heated by oil. Although such notations sometimes point to the current or
historical presence of an underground heating o0il tank, no fill ports, vent lines, or other indications
of existing underground storage tanks (USTs) were discovered during EAI's site reconnaissance.
Additionally, that parcel is currently configured as an asphalt-paved parking lot.

A single non-CERCLA condition of potential environmental significance identified at the subject
site in the course of this Phase [ consisted of the potential PCB-containing fluorescent light ballasts

within the subject building.

Additional discussions along with common-sense recommendations for future management relating
to that and other details are provided for your consideration in the following individual subsections.
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FORMER USE OF HEATING OIL

As discussed at length earlier in the report, archive records from 1969 suggest that the former 1893-
vintage residence located on the southern parcel (-9086) located on the subject property was heated
using "o0il." Such notations sometimes point to the current or historical presence of an underground
heating oil tank.

No additional information regarding the configuration of the storage vessel (above ground or below
ground) logically used to store the heating oil utilized by the furnace was provided in our review of
archive documents. In addition, no evidence of vent lines or fill ports that would otherwise suggest
the presence of underground storage tanks was observed during our site reconnaissance.

Subtitle I of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), and the preamble to 40 CFR,
parts 280/281 (EPA underground tank regulations) specifically exclude “tanks storing heating oil for
consumptive use on the premises where stored” from regulation. In contrast, Chapter 173-340 WAC
et seq., provides definition of liability along with specific cleanup criteria for petroleum

hydrocarbons (oil, gasoline, etc.) in soils irrespective of the cited federal exclusion for heating oil
tanks.

Assessment of subsurface soil and/or groundwater conditions cannot typically be accomplished
through visual examination of surficial conditions afforded by the scope of our Phase I Assessment
effort, nor was such a determination envisioned as a task included in the scope of our proposal.

In developing recommendations for future action regarding this detail, the following management
alternative approaches are offered for discussion:

1) The client and/or other involved parties could, without benefit of further study, jointly agree
to move forward with orderly completion of the pending financial transactions and presume
that either (1) a UST was not used to store oil at the subject, or (2) ifa UST were used at the
subject, the dollar risk posed by soil and groundwater conditions at the location of such a
UST would be low. The benefit of such an expedient solution lies in the ability to proceed
without delay or additional immediate costs. Detractions from acceptance of this solution
obviously could include future claims for extra costs or other liabilities in the event that
contamination requiring some form of cleanup is encountered in other site work.

2) If the client and/or other involved parties desire to proceed with a measure of caution, a
geophysical survey utilizing ground-penetrating radar (GPR) equipment could be employed
in an effort to factually assess for the presence of an abandoned heating oil UST. If a
geophysical anomaly suggestive of a UST is discovered, limited subsurface soil sampling
supported by appropriate laboratory analysis from one or two localities proximal to the
underground tank could be employed (if access allows) to factually assess whether or not
environmental impacts have occurred.
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As emphasized in par. 4.5.3 of ASTM e-1527-21 decision-making authority regarding selection of
one of the above alternatives or other approaches clearly lie with the client and/or other involved
parties, depending upon their individual risk tolerances.

As a closing administrative footnote, if in the event that a tank is encountered in the course of
redevelopment, construction, or other activity at this site, we (EAI) then would simply recommend
that the tank be removed and disposed of in a safe and lawful manner consistent with methods set
forth in API Recommended Practice 1604, the Uniform Fire Code, and other local codes which may
apply. In such case, it would also be our recommendation to collect and analyze selected samples
of soils in the tank excavation at the time of tank removal (if one is found) to document that
environmental conditions at the time of removal are compatible with WDOE cleanup guidelines.

PCBS

Based solely upon the construction date of the subject (1977), it is possible that some or all of the
transformer ballasts in the fluorescent lights in the building may contain polychlorinated biphenyls
(PCBs).

In our opinion, there is no immediate cause for concern regarding the potential for PCB-containing
light ballasts. The only likely potential for exposure to PCBs would come in the event that one of
the sealed ballasts were ruptured through abusive handling or as a result of a defect in a ballast.

It may be prudent to implement a management policy providing the inspection of ballasts by

maintenance personnel during routine bulb changing activities. Ballasts may be periodically checked
or replaced depending upon long-term management desires.
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LIMITATIONS

This report has been prepared for the exclusive use of DRM Properties along with its several
representatives for specific application to this site. Our work for this project was conducted in a
manner consistent with that level of care and skill normally exercised by members of the
environmental science profession currently practicing under similar conditions in the area, and in
accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in our proposal dated July 9, 2024. The
environmental condition of subsurface soil, groundwater, and/or subsurface appurtenances (i.e.
conduits, tanks, utilities, sumps, septic systems and components, etc.) cannot typically be determined
by visual examination of surficial conditions such as afforded by the scope of a Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment such as performed here. Acknowledging that limitation, no warranty
whatsoever in that regard is made here. No other warranty, expressed or implied, is made. If new
information is developed in future site work which may include excavations, borings, testing,
studies, etc., Environmental Associates, Inc., must be retained to reevaluate the conclusions of this
report and to provide amendments as required.

The level of effort regarding identification of potential asbestos-containing materials and/or lead-
bearing painted surfaces should be considered a reconnaissance, should not be confused with an
asbestos or lead survey, and should not be used as a sole informational resource for removal,
construction, or abatement bidding purposes.
